Welcome to the May 2006 edition of ‘What’s On 
Edinburgh & the Lothians.’ May is the month for 
Bank Holidays and the start of summer weather. 
This edition is full of ideas to suit both indoor and 
outdoor weather so look no further for ideas for the 
whole family to enjoy.

The beginning of the month (7th May) sees the 
return of the BUPA Great Edinburgh Run. The chal-
lenging 10k run takes participants around Arthur’s 
Seat, giving magnificent views of Edinburgh Castle 
and includes a run down Princes Street. The 2005 
event attracted over 7,000 competitors; this year 
promises to be bigger still.

From 12th – 21st May, prepare to be afraid, very 
afraid! This is the second year for Mary King’s 
Ghost Fest. Edinburgh’s darkest tales and legendary 
paranormal activity will be revealed during this 10-
day, city-wide ghost festival. The festival is a unique 
opportunity to explore the supernatural side of 
many ‘haunted sites’, come along and take part in a 
parapsychology experiment, night vigils, workshops, 
talks and demonstrations on the subject.

 The Walk for Skin is the British Skin Foundation’s 
biggest ever fundraising event and takes place in 
Edinburgh on 21st May. Walks are being held in 
stately homes, museums and visitor attractions 
across the UK. The Scottish event is being staged 
in the capital’s Holyrood Park and starting near the 
Palace of Holyroodhouse, the walk follows the lower 
level paths around the park.

Finally, at the end of the month, another popular 
festival returns; the Children’s International Theatre 
Festival (23rd-29th May.) This is the leading UK 
performing arts festival for children, offering an 
unprecedented range of theatre productions from 
around the world for children and young people 
from 1 to 14 years old.
