in Edinburgh
Monday June 12 sees the opening of the two-
week Antarctic Treaty Consultative Meeting at 
the Edinburgh International Conference Cen-
tre. The Antarctic Treaty – one of the world’s 
most successful international agreements – en-
sures Antarctica remains a continent devoted to 
peace and science, and this is the first time this 
major meeting ATCM has been held in the UK 
since 1977.

To mark the occasion, the Foreign & Com-
monwealth Office and British Antarctic Survey 
have organised Discover Antarctica! From 12-
22 June at venues across the city a spectacular 
series of events will give everyone in Edinburgh 
a taste of Antarctica - the coldest, windiest and 
most remote continent on earth. With films, ex-
hibitions, photographic shows, talks,   hands-
on activities and ships, Discover Antarctica! has 
something for everyone. Best of all, most events 
are free.

Three major exhibitions of Antarctic science, art 
and photography are on show at the EICC eve-
ry weekday evening from 7 pm - 10 pm, and 
10 am – 6 pm on Saturday 17 and Sunday 18 
June.
